*Required Training Offered for Encumbrance Clerks & Treasurers*

One of the last bills passed by the legislature this
spring was SB 688. SB 668 requires that Encumbrance Clerks
and Treasurers receive training in specific areas and by a fixed
date. Those employed in the named job today have until July 1,
2007 to complete their training. They are not exempt. Those
employed in the future will have 9 months to complete their
training.

Oklahoma ASBO wants to assist in the training proc-
ess and to that end, we will offer 6 hours of training on Septem-
ber 14th that meet the 1/2 of the hourly requirements of SB
668. We will offer the other required 6 hours at our spring con-
ference, April 5-7, 2006.

So that you have the correct information and can
make up your own mind about the requirements, excerpts from
SB688 follows:

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF
OKLAHOMA:

SECTION 1. NEW LAW A new section of law to
be codified in the Oklahoma Statutes as Section 5-190 of Title
70, unless there is created a duplication in numbering, reads as
follows:

A. Before July 1, 2007, every school district treasurer

shall complete at least twelve (12) hours of instruction on
school finance laws of this state, accounting, ethics, and the
duties and responsibilities of a school district treasurer.

B. Before July 1, 2007, every school district encum-
brance clerk shall complete at least twelve (12) hours of in-
struction on school finance laws of this state, accounting, eth-
ics, and the duties and responsibilities of a school district en-
cumbrance clerk.

C. Every school district treasurer and encumbrance
clerk employed after July 1, 2007, shall be required, within
nine (9) months after employment in the position by a school
district, to complete the instruction required pursuant to sub-
sections A and B of this section.

D. Every school district treasurer and encumbrance
clerk shall be required to complete a minimum of twelve (12)
hours of continuing education every three (3) years, in addi-
tion to the requirements of subsections A and B of this sec-
tion.

The law is very specific about requirements for your
training, even naming the topics to be covered. Oklahoma
ASBO has begun talking about forming an Academy to for-
malize the process of providing training and education to our
members. This first attempt will be directed by Dr. Linda Ab-
ner, who has years of experience developing curriculum and
providing training to the education community.

If you want to join us on Wednesday, September 14th
from 10 am. to 4 pm., you can receive 1/2 of your required
training. The training will be delivered by respected school
practitioners of excellent reputation.

Because this is a recent development, this training
session will be at the Crowne Plaza (formerly Hilton North-
west), 2945 N. W. Expressway in OKC instead of at the Me-
ridian Convention Center, where the other portion of the con-
ference is held. The convention center is full this fall but we
will meet there next spring. The nominal cost will be $50 for
members and $75 for non members. See page 4 for more in-
formation and page 6 to preregister.
